Vision Screening Report
March 2023

As | gather the information for this report, | realize what a wonderful year it has been. Though Covid is still lurking
around corners, and we all remain alert to its possibilities, we now breathe a little easier and move forward with
the business of vision screening.

We've been able to reenter schools, screen our children again and help them stay healthy and visually capable at
school. Many clubs have found creative ways to screen children such as at fairs, in libraries for home schooled
children and many other events and venues we never thought were viable. But Lions think outside the box and
have made them all work.

We’ve had nurses begin to ask US if we can come and screen and continue as usual with the majority of schools
we’ve built a rapport with. Since September 1%, we have screened 15,469 students to date and have given out
1701 referrals for further evaluations.

The most interesting point | think has come out of this year is the number of schools who have purchased their
own vision screening equipment because we were able to show them the importance of this program. This is a
wonderful feeling to know we have made such an impact on schools that they see and many applaud the value of
what we do. District 45 has created a legacy that is far from finished. We are expanding and with the use of
Facebook and other social media platforms we can only continue to grow and get the word out about the
significance of this most important program.

You have all put hours and hours into making District 45’s Vision Screening Program something that has made a
world of difference in many young lives. We will continue to do so to make sure every child in Vermont has
strong visual health. Where theres a need, theres a Lion!
